* Submit questions in writing to the pur-
chasing representative specified in the
solicitation (bid) document and on the
website.

» When submitting a bid, follow the
“Instructions to Bidders” precisely, and
provide all requested information with
your bid submittal.

* Allow adequate preparation, traffic and
parking time when submitting a bid. Any
bids received after the due date and time
advertised will be returned unopened to the
bidder, no exceptions.

* Submit subcontractor lists completely
and any other post-bid information request-
ed by the time specified in the bid solicita-
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tion.

« Contact a RTC purchasing representative
if you have any questions by clicking on
their name on the website, or call:

(702) 676-1500.

Other good information for contractors
and subcontractors to know:

 Only obtain your solicitation documents
from the RTC. If you obtain them or any
other information from any other source,
the RTC will not be responsible for the
content in the solicitation.

« If changes or clarifications are made to
the solicitation (bid) document, a written
addendum will be issued on the website
and a courtesy notification will be e-mailed
to all known plan holders.

» The RTC only accepts bids from primary
contractors on advertised bids, so subcon-
tractors should download the plan holders
list from the website and submit their sub-
contractor bids directly to the primary con-
tractors.

» The RTC requires a Performance Bond,
Labor & Material Payment Bond and
Guaranty Bond, all in the amount of 100
percent of the contract price, only from the
successful bidder. The RTC does not
require subcontractors to provide bonds;
however, a primary contractor may require
them. This is at the discretion of the pri-

mary contractor.

» The RTC requires General Liability,
Auto Liability and Worker’s
Compensation for each project. Some
projects may require additional insurance,
which will be specified in the solicitation
document.

« If a construction project is funded by
federal funds, the federal government and
the RTC requires the bidders to submit
completed and signed Federal
Certifications, including a Buy America
Certificate, Certification Regarding
Lobbying and a Certificate Regarding
Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and
\oluntary Exclusion — Lower Tier
Covered Transactions and a DBE Good
Faith Effort or Verification Regarding
Disadvantaged Business Enterprises.

» The RTC has established a voluntary
race-neutral DBE goal of 3.7 percent on
federally funded projects, which means
the successful bidder must show their
intent to meet or exceed the goal of sub-
contracting at least 3.7 percent of the total
dollars of the construction project to
DBE-certified subcontractors (list can be
found at: http://nevadadbe.com).

» A bidder’s preference of 5 percent is
specified in NRS on projects estimated to
cost over $250,000. To obtain a
Certificate of Eligibility, contact the
Nevada State Contractors Board to
determine eligibility.

George Lyford Speaks At SNARSCA Meeting

George J. Lyford, Director of
Investigations, was keynote speaker Jan.
19 at the monthly meeting of the
Southern Nevada Air Conditioning
Refrigeration Service Contractors
Association, Inc. (SNARSCA) in Las
Vegas.

Lyford told members that while there
are approximately 17,032 active licensed
contractors in Nevada, the Board has
seen a decline in new licenses, and many
existing contractors are placing their
licenses on either inactive or not
renewed status during these tough eco-
nomic times.

Lyford reported that money owing
complaints have increased to 1,200 cases

annually, while substandard workman-
ship claims by homeowners have
decreased to 958 cases for the same
period. He said the Board investigated

approximately 1,344 unlicensed contrac-

tor complaints last year, which resulted
in criminal charges being filed against
880 individuals, and that around 300
active unlicensed arrest warrants are
outstanding.

The director of investigations said
the Board’s Residential Recovery Fund

processed 136 claims in 2009, awarding

approximately $959,000 to homeown-
ers. The average claim was about
$7,000.

Donald L. Drake

Unlicensed Contractor Complaints Keep Investigators Busy

During the month of January 2010,
criminal investigators in the Southern
Nevada office were kept busy with 56
complaints from homeowners who hired
unlicensed contractors. A number of
complaints were from victims who own
manufactured homes. Unfortunately, the

NSCB does not have jurisdiction to
investigate complaints involving manu-
factured homes.

Investigators investigated 25 unlaw-
ful advertising complaints for painting,
electrical work, garage door installation
and plumbing. Work advertised by an

unlicensed contractor, under the parame-
ters of NRS 624.031.5, the “handyman
exemption, may be closed as invalid.

The NSCB investigates all complaints
that are received.

Adept Landscaping, license number 57198; Adept Concrete and
Pavers, license number 60896 and Adept Painting, license number
52161 (Landscaping, Concrete Contracting and Painting), based out of
Reno, NV, were found in violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for sub-
standard workmanship; failure to comply with the Board’s notice to cor-
rect; failure to include the Residential Recovery Fund information on a
contract or proposal; and failure to establish financial responsibility. The
licensee was fined $400; ordered to pay investigative costs; pay the
injured party $7,000; and provide the Board with a financial review. Limits
on license numbers 57198 and 60896 were lowered to $50,000 each.

The licensee was fined $1,600; ordered to pay investigative costs; and
pay the injured party $6,000. The licenses were revoked.

Granite Transformations of Reno, license number 72047 (Install
Terazzo & Marble and Finish Carpentry), based out of Reno, NV, were
found in violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for substandard work-
manship; abandonment; failure to comply with the Board's notices to cor-
rect; failure to notify the Board of a change in address or personnel with-
in 30 days of the change; failure to keep in force a bond or cash deposit;
for the partnership, corporation, firm or association participating in a pro-
hibited act; and failure to establish financial responsibility. The licensee
was fined $3,250; ordered to pay investigative costs and make full resti-
tution to all damaged parties.

The Nevada State Contractors Board is committed to protecting the
public’s health, safety, and welfare through licensing and regulation
of the construction industry. Under Nevada Revised Statutes, a
licensee is subject to disciplinary action by the Board for failure to
comply with the requirements of the laws or regulations governing
contractors. Violations may result in Board action against the con-
tractor’s license. The State Contractors Board has the power to reg-
ulate contractors and discipline licensees who violate NRS 624.
Disciplinary action may consist of a fine of up to $10,000 per offense,
order corrective action, suspension, revocation or other action.

Electing To Put Your License On Inactive Status

Some contractors opt to voluntarily
place their licenses on inactive status as a
response to economic conditions, health
concerns and other significant business
issues. Board statistics reveal that 636
contractors elected inactive status in fiscal
year 2009 as compared to 480 inactive
licenses in fiscal year 2008. Despite this
apparent trend, the decision should not be
undertaken without careful consideration
because financial, accounting, tax and
other business aspects may be influenced
by the decision to inactivate a license.

What inactive status means

While the license is inactive, a contrac-
tor shall not engage in any work or activi-
ties that require a contractor’s license. On
the other hand, the contractor is not
required to execute and maintain a bond
pursuant to NRS 624.270, and the contrac-
tor is not required to qualify regarding his
experience and knowledge pursuant to
NRS 624.260. However, annual renewal
payments are still required. Additionally,
while on inactive status, the Board still has

jurisdiction to proceed with any investiga-
tion, action, or disciplinary proceeding
against the contractor. The inactive peri-
od can last as long as five years; however,
the license becomes void if the license is
not renewed to active status within that
time period.
Inactivating a license

To inactivate a license, a contractor in
good status must submit an application to
the Board. The Board recognizes the
need for inactive status and will likely
exercise its discretion to grant the applica-
tion if; 1) the contractor has no unpaid
past due bills for material, services ren-
dered, or labor; 2) the contractor has no
lien or stop notices for labor or materials
filed on the contractor’s work; and 3)
there are no bids, contracts or incomplete
projects pending in the State of Nevada.
Nevertheless, even if these conditions
cannot be met, the contractor may provide
an explanation and reasons why the
license should be placed on inactive status
for the Board to consider.

Reactivating a license

To reactivate a license, a contractor
must again apply to the Board. If the con-
tractor has paid the applicable fees and
assessments, establishes financial responsi-
bility, provides a license bond and evi-
dence of industrial insurance, and the con-
tractor has not been disciplined, the Board
will most likely exercise its discretion to
grant the application and reactivate the
license. Once reactivated, the contractor
has the ability to engage in work, as well
as the obligation to maintain the license
and bond in good standing. Changes in the
contractor’s qualified person, business
name, or other attributes of the license can-
not be changed through an application to
reactivate a license. Most importantly, if
financial responsibility is not met, reactiva-
tion is not likely to be approved. The con-
tractor must demonstrate sufficient work-
ing capital and net worth to support the
license limit.

Free OSHA Training At UNLV

The University of Nevada, Las Vegas (UNLV) has been
awarded a grant from the Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA) to provide free fall-protection training to
active construction workers in Clark County.

Between 2004 and 2008, 35 Nevada construction workers lost
their lives due to falls. Each year, non-fatal falls injure many con-
struction workers who often become disabled for work, some
permanently.

Faculty from the Howard R. Hughes College of Engineering
Construction Management Department and School of Nursing
will offer the 8-hour classes in either English or Spanish begin-
ning April 1, 2010 at the UNLV campus (parking pass included).

The classes will be held either on two 4-hour weeknights, or
all day Saturday. Workers will practice fall-prevention skills in a
laboratory and receive course materials and a certificate of com-
pletion.

Although all class content will be approved by OSHA, this
training is not an OSHA-10-hour class.

place a license on inactive status should carefully consider the
decision’s impact on financial, accounting, tax and other
aspects of the contractor’s business. The contractor would be
wise to get assistance from legal and other professionals who
can accurately identify and evaluate the contractor’s unique sit-
uation.

From a financial perspective, the contractor may find that
lenders have included covenants regarding maintenance of an
active license as a lending condition. These covenants may be
in the loan documents or in personal guarantees. In some cir-
cumstances, the change to inactive status could trigger repay-
ment clauses, raise interest rates, or cause other undesirable
changes in existing loans.

Similarly, accounting and tax implications exist. For
instance, generally accepted accounting principles (commonly,
“GAAP”) may change the contractor’s accounting status from
“going concern” to “wrapping up” because the contractor can
no longer perform work. This change in accounting approach
may change not only the contractor’s accounting picture, but
may also affect the contractor’s tax status. Other tax implica-
tions include the treatment of deferred credits and debits or
even the repayment of job training or other tax incentives.

Lastly, other business concerns should be evaluated. For
instance, during the inactive status period, the contractor should
consider maintaining its good standing with the Nevada
Secretary of State, as well as maintaining its business licenses.
Changes to partnership, shareholder and operating agreements
or other business documents may be appropriate. If a contractor
lets its status lapse or forms a new entity, rather than reinstating
the original filing, he or she must apply for a new license.

A contractor considering inactive status should carefully
review his general commercial liability insurance coverage to
determine if the existing coverage is appropriate for the new
status. Additionally, changes to worker’s compensation insur-
ance and other policies may be warranted to accommaodate the
contractor’s changed status and inability to perform work in the
State of Nevada. Because the contractor can no longer do
work, arrangements must be made for warranty work.

Conclusion

Contractors have the option of voluntarily placing their
license on inactive status and thereby gain benefits by tem-
porarily reducing licensing obligations. However, this decision
may have impacts beyond those initially anticipated.
Consequently, a wise contractor will seek professional assis-
tance in evaluating the decision prior to filing the application
with the Board.
