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The Commission heard the presentations of representatives for Truckee Meadows Community College;
Nye County School District; Associated Builders and Contractors, Inc. — Las Vegas Chapter and Associated
Builders and Contractors, Inc. — Sierra Nevada Chapter Apprenticeship Trust Fund.

After discussion and based on the limited amount of funds available for grant awards, it was moved and

seconded to grant $48,000 to the Truckee Meadows Community College; $38,000 to the Nye County School
District and $10,000 to the ABC — Sierra Nevada Chapter Apprenticeship Trust. As a condition of the grant to
ABC - Sierra Nevada Chapter Apprenticeship Trust, the funds must be used for outreach in the Northern Nevada
rural area schools. Accounting of the grant must be separate and include the name of each group and high
school visited. In addition, measurable results must be provided to the commission in the quarterly reports. Also,
the commission voted to allow the remainder of a previous grant awarded to ABC - Sierra Nevada Chapter for
transportation of motor controller equipment in the amount of $3,372.96 to be used for the implementation of the
rural outreach program.
